A Message for
All God’s Children
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First Reading: Acts 10:34-43

Peter s sermon, delivered at the home of Cornelius,
a Roman army officer, is a summary of the essential
message of Christianity: Everyone who believes in
Jesus, whose life, death, and resurrection fulfilled
the words of the prophets, “receives forgiveness of
sins through his name.”
